AUSTRIAN AMBASSADOR VISITS UNFICYP

United Nations — to a world
where each human being will be
free from the fear of war, will
receive his equitable share of the
goods which can now be produced
and will be respected in his in-
herent dignity as a human being
— is the only road which
thoughtful persons everywhere
can envisage as worthy for man-
kind to follow.

The insistence of the United
Nations upon the realization of
the right of independent peoples
to self-determination has been a
powerful factor in the attainment
of independence by millions who
once lived in humiliating condi-
tions under a colonial system.
One needs only to compare the
membership of the Organization
today with its membership in
1948 when the Universal Declera-
tion was adopted to realize how
immense are the advances in the
direction of self-government and
independence.

Yet the vast majority of mank-
ind continues to live in what can
only be described as a sub-human
state, in poverty and despair, and
to suffer from the effects of
squalor, disease and illiteracy.

The United Nations, in the two
decades since the Universal De-
claration was adopted, has fa-
shioned much of the legal
machinery necessary for the
realization of the principles which
the Declaration proclaims. The
two Covenants on Human Rights,
adopted in 1867, elaborate those
principles and provide the means
for their protection by the in-
ternational community. Together
with such other instruments as
the Declaration of the Granting of
Independence to Colonial Coun-
tries and Peoples, the Declaration
and Convention on the Elimina-
tion of All Forms of Racial Dis-
crimination, the Genocide Con-
vention, the Slavery Conventions
of 1926 and 1956, and a whole
series of conventions aimed at
advancing the status of women,
they constitute a veritable code of
law on human rights, with provi-
slons by Members of the United

Whilst your item “A Ser-
geant-Major's answer to a re-
quest for a day off’, the Blue
Beret dated 27 Nov 68, was in-
teresting it was not mathemati-
cally correct. You cannot count
122 days for sleeping, 122 days
for recreation and then take
away complete days for leave
and National holidays etc., as
part of your sleeping calcula-
tion comes into the holidays.

To arrive at the true figure
all complete 24 periods off, lea-
ve, Sundays, etc., must be sub-
tracted from 365 and then 1/3
of the days left count as wor-
king time.

1 believe I could show the
Sergeant-Major I needed a day
off, but what I suggest, as a
better idea, is ‘How to shorten
your 6 month tour’.

The six months means 182.5
days, during which you have 26
Sundays off, 14 days leave en-
titlement and 4 days National
holiday, leaving 138.5 days.

As you are only required to
work 8 hours in every 24 the
total days will be a third of
138.5. That is 46 days to the
nearest figure.

The plea to the Sergeant-Ma-
jor is ‘Please may I work 24
hrs on 24 hrs off for 92 days
and then go home’, having ear-
ned a medal and cut the tour
in half. (Sgt Rabjohn SIS).

It would be most unfortunate
in my view if the promising ef-
forts of the parties in Cyprus to
reach a peaceful settlement of
their differences were to be in
any way jeopartized by the uncer-
tainties that might arrise if the
United Nations presence in Cy-
prus were to be withdrawn or
radically changed at this most
constructive and crucial sta-
ge. Therefore I consider it
essential that the mandate
of UNFICYP should be extend-
ed for yet another period.
Since, from all available informa-

tion, the inter-communal talks
will require some time before
tangible results can be realisti-

cally expected, I strongly recom-
mend that the Security Council
extend the stationing of UNFICYP
for a further period of six months
until 15 June 1969. The Govern-

ment of Cyprus, as well as the
Governments of Greece and
Turkey, have informed me of

their agreement for the proposed
extension.

As indicated above, the im-
proved conditions in the Island
have made it possible recently to
reduce the strength of the Force
by about 25 per cent. But despite
this reduction, the deficit of the
UNFICYP budget continues to be
of alarming proportions. I feel
obliged to raise this matter once
again with the Security Council
and to appeal to the Members of
the Council to give it their most
serious and urgent attention.

In concluding this report, I
wish to reiterate my deep appre-
ciatetion to the Governments of
those countries providing con-
tingents to UNFICYP and to tho-
se who have made voluntary
financial contributions to its bud-
get. Without their generous sup-

port it would not have been
possible to maintain this vital
peace-keeping operation of the

United Nations.”
