FOOT PATROLS AND HELICOPTERS HAVE SEARCHED
THE AREA WHERE THE TWO MEN WERE LAST SEEN —
GALATIA IN THE NORTH-EASTERN PART OF THE IS-
LAND, ON THE AFTERNOON OF SUNDAY 7th JUNE.

Major Macey is reported to have said that he
was returning to Nicosia after leaving Galatia at

about 1515 hrs.

There have been no further reports

of his movements since that time. The Land-rover,
94 BP 21, in which they were travelling has not been

seen either.

Mr. Rolz-Bennett, Deputy
Chef de Cabinet of the United
Nations, who paid a short visit
to the island, said as he was
leaving Cyprus on 9 June “We
are seriously concerned about
the disappearance of a United
Nations officer Major Macey
and his driver. I trust their
whereabouts will be known
shortly.

Mr. Galo Plaza, the special
representative of the Secreta-
ry-General of the United Na-
tions, stated at a Press Con-
ference on Wednesday 10th
June that “we have been deep-
ly concerned with the disap-
Pearence of Major Macey and
his driver,’ and “we are fol-
lowing every clue.”

On the same day Lt. Gen.
P. 8. Gyani, the Commander
of UNFICYP, communicated
officially with the Minister of
the Interior, Mr. Georgadjhis,
féporting on their disappear-
®nce and expressed his deep
foncern, asking for every pos-
:zble assistance in searching
wr them.
