MANDATE EXTENDED

Foliowing is the text of the resolution adopted
unanimously by the Security Council at United Na-
tions Headquarters in New York on Thursday 11

December 1969:
THE SECURITY COUNCIL

Noting from the report
of the Secretary-General of 3
December 1969 (S/9521) that
in the present circumstances
the United Nations Peace-
keeping Force in Cyprus is
still needed if peace is to be
maintained in the Island,’

Noting that the Govern-
ment of Cyprus has agreed
that in view of the prevailing
conditions in the Island it is
necessary to continue the

Force beyond 15 December
1969,
Noting, from the observa-

tions in the report, that the
improvement of the situation

in Cyprus has continued
during the period under
review,

Urges the parties concerned
to act with the utmost rest-
raint and to continue deter-
mined co-operative efforts to
achieve the objectives of the
Security Council by availing
themselves in a constructive
manner of the present auspi-
cious climate and opportuni-
ties;

Extends once more the
stationing in Cyprus of the
United Nations Peace-keeping
Force, established under Secu-
rity Council resolution 186
(1964), for a further period
ending 15 June 1970, in the
expectation that by then suffi-
cient progress toward a final
solution will make possible a
withdrawal or substantial
reduction of the Force.

OBSERVATIONS

To summarise the observa-
tions made by the Secretary-
General he made the following
points of particular interest:

The improvement in the
situation in Cyprus, which
began in December 1967, has
continued during the period
under review. There were few
intercommunal incidents and
no major breeches of the
cease-fire. The atmosphere of
mutual restraint and prevail-
ing quiet have helped to
create a climate of progressi-
vely better understanding
between Greek and Turkish
Cypriots in certain areas,
which has greatly facilitated
the solution of numerous
day-to-day problems, in parti-
cular those affecting farmers
and the business community;
it has also improved prospects
for the employment of an
increasing number of Turkish
Cypriots through Government
labour exchanges. Another
encouraging development has
been the joint participation of
Greek and Turkish Cypriots
at several international ‘confe-
rences held recently in Nico-
sia.

Despite this improvement,
however, solutions of the basic

problems dividing the two
communities are still not in
sight. The National Guard
and the Turkish Cypriot
fighters continue to stand in
direct confrontation in sensi-
tive areas and to maintain a
high degree of military prepa-

redness and vigilance. After
nearly eighteen months, the
inter-communal talks have

yet to achieve any meaning-
full agreement on the funda-
mental political issues.

I have expressed on several
occasions my concern over
the slow progress in the inter-
communal talks. I have point-
ed out to the parties that the

passage of too much time
might hamper rather than
facilitate the settlement.

While I realize that the issues
involved are too complex and
too deep-seated for a solution
to be easily found, I remain
convinced that the
problem can be settled peace-
fully if the conflicting parties

have the will and the deter-
mination to achieve agree-
ment. The understanding

which led to the inter-commu-
nal talks in June 1968 was a
great step forward in the
search for a settlement of the
Cyprus problem. It was
achieved because the parties,
in the interest of peace in the
area, were able to overcome

Cyprus

some of the suspicion and
mistrust which affected their
relations.

Now that the inter-commu-
nal talks have resumed after
an interval of nearly two
months, it is my earnest hope
that the parties will find it
possible to exert a determin-
ed effort and to make the
mutual concessions and accom-
modations necessary to expe-
dite the progress of the talks
and achieve agreement on
substantive issues.

HIGH LEVEL
AT STRENGTH

While the inter-communal
talks continue, a number of
measures could be usefully
taken further to improve the
situation in the Island, parti-
cularly as regards military
disengagement and return to
normal conditions. UNFICYP’s
efforts to persuade the parties
to agree to military diseng-
agement have so far achieved
no tangible result. Both
Government and Turkish Cyp-
riot security forces are still
being maintained at high
levels of strength. At a
time when the parties seem
agreed that their problems
cannot be solved by further
resort to violence, it is not

unreasonable to expect them
policy

When a car hits an immov-
aple object at 50 MPH (80
KMPH) !

1/10 of a Second. The front
bumper and chrome ‘‘frosting”
of the grille-work collapse.

/10 of a Second. The hood
crumples as it rises, smashing
into the windshield. Spinning
rear wheels leave the ground.
The grille and radiator disin-
tegrate. Rear parts of the
fenders are forced to splay out
over the front doors. The
heavy structural members of
the car begn to act as a
brake on the terrific forward
momentum ‘of the 2-ton body.
But the driver’s body conti-
nues to move forward at the
vehicle’s original speed. This
means a force of 20 times
gravity so that his body
weighs 3,200 pounds. His legs,
ramrod straight, snap at the
knee joints.

3/10 of a Second. The
driver’s body is now off the
seat, torso wupright, broken
knees pressing against the
dashboard. The plastic and
steel frame of the steering
wheel begin to bend under his
vice-like grip. His head is now
near the sunvisor, his chest
above the steering column.

4/10 of a Second. The car’s
front 24 inches have been
completely demolished, but
the rear end is still travelling
at 50 MPH. The 400 1b motor
block, now weighing a half-
ton, crunches into the immov-
able object. The rear of the
car rises off the ground like
a bucking horse.

5/10 of a Second. The
driver’s  fear-frozen hands
bend the steering column into
an almost wvertical position.
The force of gravity impales
him on the steering wheel
Shaft. Jagged steel punctures
lungs and intercostal arteries.
Blood surges into his lungs.

. 6/10 of a Second. So great
IS the force of the impact
that the driver's feet are
Tpped from his tightly laced
Shoes. The brake pedal shears
Off at the floor board. The
Chassis bends in the middle,
shearing * hody bolts. The
driver’s head smashes through
the windshield. The rear of

€ car begins its downward
fall, spinning wheels digging
Into the ground.

of keeping a large number of
young men under arms who
would otherwise be engaged
in economically productive
activities.

Nearly six years of patient
and persistent efforts, in which
UNFICYP has played a vital
role, have resulted in a great
improvement in the situation
in Cyprus. Nevertheless, in
view of the undoubted fact
that the situation remains ba-
sically unstable and uncertain,
I see no reasonable alternative
to recommending a further
extension of the stationing of
the United Nations Force in
Cyprus.

FINANCE

In making this recommen-
dation, I must once again
draw attention to the financial
difficulties facing UNFICYP.
While the deficit of the UNFI-
CYP budget has recently been

somewhat reduced, the volun-
tary contributions still fall far
short of the requirements.

The solution of this problem
can be achieved only by devi-
sing a more adequate method
of financing, or by a substan-
tial increase in voluntary con-
tributions, both as regards the
level of contributions and the
number of contributing coun-
tries, the Secretary-General
said and went an:

—In concluding this Report,
I wish once more to place on
record my deep appreciation
to the Governments providing
contingents to UNFICYP and
those Governments which have
generously made voluntary
contributions for its mainten-
ance. I wish also to take this
opportunity to epress my ap-
preciation to my Special Re-
presentative, the Commander
of the Force, and its officers
and men, as well as the UN-
FICYP civilian staff, for the
exemplary manner, in which
they are carrying out their
important and difficult tasks.

Dr. Osorio-Tafall Special Rerpresentative in Cyprus of the Secretary

economic concept, he went on, it can be said that the Human Rights organs
of the United Nations have been great in production but poor in distribution.

The member nations have produced
an exuberance of resolutions pro-
claiming principles and goals which
almost no state dares contractic pub-
licly, but which few observe willingly
and conscientiously, and which fewer
still embrace to the point of allow-
ing their practices to be observed,
when not to be inspected.

Dr. Osorio-Tafall continued, remark-
ing that agreements notwithstanding,
the United Nations member countries
are obviously still a long way from
real agreement on common standards
of human rights. Their commitments
to the concept of international con-
cern for conditions in other lands
or of willingness to accept scrutiny
by others of conditions within their
own borders, are also limited and
conflicting. Unfortunately, it is true
that most people are not strongly
moved by deprivation of human
rights in other countries, unless they
identify with the victims for reasons
of family, race, religion or national
origin. And when issues involving hu-
man rights within national borders
come up in the United Nations, few
states hesitate to invoke Article 2
(Paragraph 7) of the Charter which
prohibits the world organization from
intervening "in matters which are
essentially within the domestic ju-
risdiction of Tany State”.

He continued by saying that any
balance-sheet of the United Nations’
contribution to human rights should
reflect the impressive work of the
specialized agencies, including WHO,
UNCEF, FAO, UNESCO, ILO and the
High Commissioner for Refugees. The
award this year of the Nobel Prize
for Peace to the International La-
bout Organisation (ILO) illustrates
that peace and social justice are in-
separable, that one is either not pos-
sible or not worth having without the
other. Unfortunately, the United Na-
tions simply has not yet accomplished
much in regard to providing the ne-
cessary mechanism for dealing with
violations of human rights in indivi-
dual countries. Indeed, no state has

yet ratified the legally binding ce-
venants, the most important of the
conventions.

Concerning efforts to  stimulate
implementation of human rights on
the basis of the U.N. Charter’s ex-
press or implied powers, Dr. Osorio-
Tafall said that the record in this
respect was mixed: relatively good
in the field of colonialism and ra-
cial discrimination; poor with regard
to most other issues.

Commenting as to what the Unit-
ed Nations’ goal for the near future
should be, Dr. Osorio-Tafall said that
“institutions or procedures which em-
phasize fact-finding and quiet nego-
tiation and, as an ultimate recourse,
exposure to the glare of world moral
opinion, have a good chance of being
accepted, whereas the proposal for
establishing a world court of human
rights, although a desirable goal,
seems as yet unrealistic’’. He stated

that world opinion is a force to be

reckoned with and referred to the
proposal which is before the current
session of the U.N. General Assemb-
ly for the appointment of a U.N.
High Commissioner for Human Rights,
The Special Representative also men-
tioned the other agencies of inter-
national cooperation, particularly re-
gional intergovernmental  organiza-
tions such as the Council of Europe,
the Organization of American States,
and the Organization of African Uni-
ty. The efforts of the United Nations
and other agencies on behalf of hu-

man rights, Dr. Osorio-Tafall pointed

out, is part of the certuries-long dri-
ve towards an expanding human
community endowed with rights and
freedoms.

Finally, he quoted an observation
made at the Human Rights Confe-

rence, held in Teheran in 1968,
the chief Australian delegate, who
declared: "If the last twenty years
may be called the stage of defini-
tion of fundamental freedoms and

may prove to be the stage of their
implemgntation”.
