OAU Conference

U THANT CALLS FOR
SETTLEMENT IN
NIGERIAN WAR

UThant, United Nations Secretary-General, on 13 September,
1968, called on the Organisation of Africa Unity to bring
about a settlement in the Nigerian conflict and warned that the
continuance of the crisis would hinder African unity.

Addressing the opening session
of the OAU’s fifth summit con-
ference, U Thant said the Nige-
rian conflict had already ‘/creat-
ed difficulties in relations be-
tween the African states, and its
continuance is bound to affect
badly-needed cooperation  and
unty amoung African countries”’.

He said last year’s OAU sum-
mit resolution pleadging faith in
the Nigerian Federal Government
and recognising Nigeria’s terri-
torial integrity, was the basis for
his approach to the problem ‘“and
| believe that the OAU should be
the most app:opriate instrument
for the promotion of peace in
Nigeria”’.

U Thant said he hoped that
fruitful negotiations would take
place leading to a just solution,
which would guarantee the secu-
rity of all the people of Nigeria.

There was an urgent need for
greater effo:ts and fuller coopera-
tion on the part of those bearing
responsibility in the areas of the
conflict as regards facilities for
the movement and distribution of
supplies.

Four OAU members — Gabon,
Ivory Coast, Tanzania and Zam-
bia — have dissociated them-
selves from the OAU stand on

-

Nigeria and have recognised the
breakaway Eastern Province of
Biafra as an indepentent state.

Host president, Houari Bou-
mediene, told the summit con-
ference that Algeria would con-
tinue to work with its sister
states so that the dignity of Afri-
ca was preserved and its prestige
enhanced.

Road Safely Gorner

An important part of
road safety is a good
knowledge of traffic signs
by all users of the road.
In Cyprus the “Continen-

tal System” of traffic
signs is used and these
rely on symbols rather

than letters and figures.
They are simple to under-
stand and are particularly
suited to a community in
which more than one lan-
guage is spoken. But even
so not everyone under-.
stands them. Recent sur-
veys in England, where
such signs are being intro-
duced, show that very few
people understand them.
The details of the signs
are in your copy of the
Cyprus Highway Code but
remember the three main
types of signs —

Signs denoting danger
within a red triangle
(e.g. Road work in prog-
ress).

Prohibitory and manda-
tory signs within a red or
blue circle
(e.g. NO entry to lorries).

Informative signs —
usually square or rectangu-
lar

(e.g. End of speed limit).
