HE United Nations last

week requested Mr. Wal-
ter Levy, a United States oil
and petroleum expert, to-
make a study of the various
economic aspects of the oil
embargo now in effect
against Rhodesia.

The oil embargo was one
of the steps called for by the
U.N. Security Council to end
the rebellion of the white mi-
nority regime of Mr. Ian
Smith in Rhodesia.

At a meeting of Common-
wealth Prime Ministers in
Lagos, Nigeria, last week,
the British Prime Minister,
Mr. Harold Wilson, said he
felt convinced that full sup-
port for his Government’s
oil embargo and other san-
ctions would result in a spee-
dy fall of the Smith regime.

UNFICYP strength down to 5,000
as Scandinavian Contingents cut

back in line with S$-G’s Report

HE strength of the United Nations Force in Cyprus has
been reduced by seven hundred and forty officers and
men in accordance with the Observations in the Secre-
tary-General’s Report to the Security Council on UNFICYP
dated 10 December 1985 (See Blue Beret, 22 December 1865,

P.2),

The Finnish Contingent of
UNFICYP was reduced by ap-
proximately two hundred of-
ficers and men during a par-
tial rotation which took place
between 28 and 31 December
last year.

Between Saturday, 15 Janu-
ary and Tuesday, 18 January,
approximately three hundred
and fifty officers men of the
Danish Contingent and two
hundred officers and men
of the Swedish Contin-
gent were repatriated. The
combined reductions of these
three contingents amount to
approximately seven hundred

and forty officers and men.
The approximate revised

strengths of the three above-

mentioned contingents is:

® Danish — six hundred
and fifty.
® Finnish — eight hundred

@ Swedish — seven hundred
and fifty.

The strength of the remain-
ing UNFICYP contingents re-
main unchanged, and the to-
tal revised strength of the
United Nations Force in Cyp-
rus, ineluding Civilian Police
and Civilians is approximate-
ly five thousand and fifty.

A MONG the rotations
within the United Na-
tions Force in Cyprus there
is one that rarely makes the
headlines: that of the civili-
an personnel with the Force.

There are approximately 60
United Nations civilian staff
members serving with the
Force. They have been detail-
ed here from different United
Nations departments and of-
fices either at U.N. Head-
quarters in New York or from

U.N. offices and missions
scattered throughout the
world.

Most U.N. staff members
detailed to the Force remain
here for approximately six
months, although some stay
on longer., UNFICYP being a
temporary, short-term mis-
sion (regulated by periodic
decisions taken by the UN
Security Council on the
length of its duration), it can
not be staffed on a more or
less permanent basis.

At present, there have
been a few changes on the
civilian staff with UNFICYP.

NEW CAVALRY
REGIMENT DUE
THIS WEEK

¢ A’ Squadron of the 5th Ro-

yal Inniskilling Dragoon
Guaxds, Commanded by Majox
G.M.G. (Mike) Swindells, are
due to fly in to Cyprus within
the next few days and will be
taking over from ‘A’ Squadron
Hussars at
Zyyi.

Major Swindells arrived on
10th Jan with Captain P.G.
(Patrick) Brooking, and an
advance party under Captain
W.A. (Andy) Evans have
been working since mid-De-
cember to make arrangements
for reception of the main
body on 21st and 27th Janua-
ry.

The Regiment from which
this Squadron is drawn, is the
result of the amalgamation In
1922 of two old and distinguish-
ed Cavalry Regiments; the 5th
(Princess Charlotte of Wales)
Dragoon Guards and the 6th
Inniskilling Dragoons.

The 5th  Dragoon Guards
were raised In 1685 under
Charles, BEarl of Shrewsbury
being filrst known as ShPews-
bury's Horse and later as the
‘Green Horse' because of the
colour of their facings; the
distinctive green throusers
worn by present day members
of the Regiment owe their
origin to this connection. The
Inniskilling Dragoons were
raised in 1689 in the town of
Enniskillen in Northern Ire-
land.

The list of Battle Hopours
borne on the Regimental
Standard starts with ‘Blen-
heim', ‘Ramillies’, ‘Oudenarde’,
‘Malplaquet’, denoting. distin-
guished service by the b5th
Dragoon Guards under the
Duke of Marlborough during
the War of the Austrian Suc-
cession. The last two Hono-
urs, ‘The Hook' and ‘Korea
1951—52' being earned only
fourteen years ago, when the
Regiment did its first spell
of duty with a United Nations
Force.

In the years between, dist-
inguished actlon by both Re-
glments are remembered too

‘ by a Drum Major's Staff, cap-
tured by the 5th Dragoon Gu-
ards at Salamanca in 1821,
which is carried on all Regl~
mental Parades. Last year was
the 150th Anniversary of the
Battle of Waterloo, at which
the Inniskilling Dragoons took
part in the
charge. Both Regiments
charged with the Heavy Bri-
gade at Balaclava in 1854.

decisive cavalry

Among the party in Scott’s
Antartic Expedition of 1912
was a Captain of the 8th In-
nigkilling Dragoons — Law-
rence Edward Grace Oates —
who, struck by the most dread-
ful frosthite and almost com-
pletely crippled, stumbled out
into the blizzard to die rather
than impede the progress of
other members of the expedi-
tlon. The date was St Pa-
trick’s Day and each year the
Regiment ohserve Oates’ Sun-
day with a commemoration
service held on the nearest
Sunday to St. Patrick's Day.

In 1940, the Regiment which
had exchanged its horses for
light armoured cars only two
years before, fought in the re-
treat to Dunkirk, They return-
ed to France In Cromwell tanks
shortly after ‘D’ Day and fo-
ught through Normandy to
finished the War In Schleswig-
Holstein. A long perioed of
service in the oceupation Army
followed till a year In Xoreas
brought a further taste of
actlve service. Then, still
equipped with Centurion tanks
first issued to them In 1947,
the Regiment served in Bgypt,
tralned young soldlers in Cat-
trick Camp in Yorkshire, went
back to Germany for another
long spell of six years and in
1963 and 64 returned t¢ En-
gland to form part of the
Strategic Resgerve,

Last year saw ‘A’ and ‘B
Squadrons alternating between
Aden and Bahrain whlilst ‘C'
Squadron were detacted in
Hong Kong. In Bahraln, ‘A’
Squadron tanks were loaded
aboard a Landing Ship Tank,
and the crews spent long
periods afloat in the Persisn
Gulf.

After nearly twenty years
with the Centurlon tank,

U Thant looks back on UN's progress

L ooking back at the problems that the United Nations
has had to grapple with during its first twenty years of
existence, the U.IN. Secretary-General, U Thant, declared last

week that “an infinitely larger public_
the world now looks to the United Nations,

opinion throughout
with infinitely

greater and ever-increasing insistence, for effective action to
help set the world right and make it a safe and pleasant en-

vironment: for the lives of all.”

In a message prepared by U
Thant on the occasion of the
twentieth anniversary of the
first meeting of the UN Gene-
ral Assembly held at Central
Hall, Westminster, London, the
Secretary-General said that
twenty years later, the United
Nations “finds itself grappling
with problems as different in
nature, in urgency and in sig-
nificance as the world itself is
different from what it then
was”,

“yet”, the Secretary-General
added, ‘‘common strands tie
the two periods together:
above all, there are still the po-
litical  differences hetween
great Powers, still the awful
implications of nuclear arma-
ment, still the intolerable ine-
quality in the distribution
among the people of the world
of the benefits of scientific
and technical development, and
gtill indeed man’'s inhumanity
to man, that press most stron-
ly upon the destinies of all of
us. It is the surface of things
that has changed — the shape
of our problems, the identity
of the leading figures — rather
than the fundamental causes’.

In stressing the world’s pre-
sent-day increasing reliance
on the TUnited Nations, U
Thant said that the U.N. has
responded “in a not umnsub-
stantial degree to this de-
mand.”

The extent of its response
can be measured especially, in
the Secretary-General's view,
in the trend over the years to
transform it into an Organi-
zation, for action, and not only
for discussion: actlon in keep-
ing the peace where other ef-
forts have falled; action In
tackling in a concerted, syste-
matic and direet fashion the
problems of economic and so-
cial under-development; and
action, it is hoped, for univer-
sal peace through firm agree-
ments on stopping the spread
of the nuclear menace and on
disarmament as a whole,

‘So far, 30 good’, the Se-
_cretary-General stated, ‘“but
voices by the millions are cry-
ing for more. These are the
millions in whose name the

r

Charter was written, and for
whose sake the United Nations
must be made to function in
the fullness of its potentiali-
ties”.

These millions, he said, are
asking for peace — not only
the cessation of firing on the
immediate battlegrounds of
Viet-Nam or other areas of
confliet, but also security for
themselves and the generations
to come against the threat of
war anywhere and at any time,
for with the present capabili-
ties for mass destruction, a
nuclear holocaust hangs as an
ominous danger over the whole
of mankind.

‘These peoples of the world',
he sald, “are clamouring, in
short, for that lasting and
universal peace in which, alo-
ne, international cooperation
can work for the greatest
good of the greatest number’.

LANS for an internation-

al symposium in 1967 to
appraise the industrial progress
and potential of the world’s
developing countries and the
action needed for accelerated
growth, have been communi-
cated by the TUnited Nations
to one hundred and twenty-
three Governments.

In a progress report on pre-
parations for the symposium,
the United Nations Commissic-
ner for Industrial Develop-
ment, Mr. I. H. Abdel-Radman,
suggests a tentative agenda,
invites papers on problems re-
lating to industrialization, and
proposes that Governments
set up national machinery to
plan their participation.

The Commissioner expresses
hope that national delegations
will be * at the Ministerial le-
vel”, with “‘appropriate autho-
ritles and specialists” present
for consideration of particular
agenda items. Participants will
be representatives of the Me-
mber Governments of the U-
nited Nations or its related a-
gencies.

The international symposi-
um, expected to last about
three weeks, w111 follow
the holding of a serles of re-
gional symposia on industria-
lization in Asia, Africa, La-
tin America and the Middle

Economic expansion essential

HE Governing Council of

the new United Nations
Development Programme met
last week at United Nations
Headquarters in New York to
consider proposals for more
that B0 pre-investment pro-
jects for about 60 developing
countries and territories.

The new programime, es-
tablished by the last UN Ge-
neral Assembly, merged the
U.N. Special Fund and the
Expanded Programme of
Technical Assistance into a
single enterprise which U.N.
Secretary-General, U Thant
described last week as the
most extensive coopenative
and multilateral endeavour
ever undertaken by the
World Organization.

The Administrator of the
Programme, Mr. Paul Hof-
man, told the 3T-natlion Go-
verning Council that the war

on want could eventually be

won. Development aid, he-

said, was not a matter 6f
choice or charity, but vital to
both the nations that ‘gave
and those that received —
because the expansion of the
world's economy was essern-
tial to all. .

Another point. made by Mr.
Hoffman was that develop-
ment aid could be successful
only when it involved the
full participation of develop-
ing countries.’

The Co-Administrator of
the Programme, Mr. David
Owen, spoke of the role play-
ed by technical assistance in
the he]g provided by the Uni-
ted Nations family of organi-
zations “and 'said the merger
with the Special Fund open-

ed constructive possibilities.

A report before the Coun-
cil showed that as of 7 Ja-
nuary, 111 Governments had
pledged contributions total-
ling some 154 million dollars
for this year's activities of
the Development Programine.
