'One of the most notable
battles of the Korean conflict,
Kap’Yong, was quietly observ-
ed at the Canadian Contingent
by six members of the 1st Bat-
talion PPCLI, whose heroism,
20 years ago won them the
United  States Presidential
Unit Citation. Along with an
Ameri;an and Australian Unit,
they stood against a 6000
sfrong enemy attacking force in
the 1951 two day action.
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REMEMBER

The six veterans formerly
of the 2nd Battalion, have
crossed paths many times
since Korea and have celebrat-
ed their anniversary together
in military bases in Germany,
Calgary and Edmonton. Kap’
Yong is a notable accomplish-
ment of the Patricia’s, and
though no formal observation
of the anniversary was under-
taken here in Cyprus, the six
man group, wearing their blue
and gold insignia on their

shoulder, are recognized by the

most junior battalion recruit.

The U.S. citation praises
the PPCLI “for extraordinary
heroism and outstanding per-
formance of combat duties in
action against the enemy”’. The
2nd Battalion PPCLI was the
first Canadian unit to see
action in the Korean conflict
and the only Canadian unit
ever to win a U.S. citation,
