ctioning and cost.

The survey mission will
be headed by Lt. Gen. Sean
McKeown of Ireland and
Mr. Jiri Nosek Czechoslo-
vakia, UN Under-Secretary
of Conference Services.

U Thant has requested a
report for not later than 10
December. The team is now
in Gaza, where UNEF has
its Headquarters.

new United Nations De-

velopment Programme will
get under way on the first of
the year. It will come into
being as a result of a decision
taken by the United Nations
General Assembly last week
to combine the U.N. Expanded
Programme of Technical As-
sistance and the U.N. Special
Fund into a streamlined pro-
gramme of aid.

The Assembly’s action, ta-
ken without a dissenting vote,
was hailed by the Secretary-
General,U Thant, as “a truly
significant step” to put the
world Organisation “in the
very front-line of the global
war on want” — a struggle

Pisarmament holds
atientention at UN

World Conference plan approved

isarmament was one of the key issues that last week held

the attention of the 117 delegations attending the current
session of the United Nations General Assembly meeting at
United Nations Headquarters in New York.

Three specific actions took
place in the Main Political
Committee of the Assembly
where the question of disarma-
ment is being discussed in de-
tail:

® The Main Political Com-
mittee endorsed a call for a
world disarmament conference,
to be held not later than 1967

and to which all countries
would be invited.
® The Committee urged

for renewed efforts to go be-
yond the present partial ban
on , testing nuclear weapons
and to achieve a universal halt
of all such experiments.

©® A draft resolution was
submitted to the Committee
seeking to secure Africa as a
nuclear-free zone.

The resolution on the world
disarmament conference was
approved by a vote of 91 in fa-
vour, none against, and one
abstention. (The abstention
came from France, which has
held that the disarmament is-
sue should be dealt with by
the nuclear powers in the first
instance).

It urged that necessary con-
sultation be conducted with all
countries for the purpose of
establishing a widely represen-
tative preparatory committee
to take appropriate steps for
convening the world conference
not later than 1967.

The United States whilst vot-
ing in favour, maintained its
reservations about the useful-
ness of a world conference,
and said its decision on whe-
ther to participate would de-
pend on the outcome of the
preparatory work.

On nuclear tests, the Com-
mittee — without a negative
vote, but with thirteeen abst-
entions including the Soviet

Union and France, both nu-
clear powers — adopted a re-
solution with the following key
provisions: ’

— It urged that all nu-
clear weapons tests be
suspended;

— It called on all na-
tions to comply with the
1963 Moscow Treaty ban-
ning atmospheric, outer
space, and underwater de-
tonations, an agreement
not adhered to by the
two most recent nuclear
powers, France and the
People’s Republic of Chi-
na;

— It asked the 18-na-
tion Disarmament Com-

idely divergent views on

United Nations peace-
keeping operations and their
financing were aired in the
United Nations General As-
sembly’s Special Political Com-
mittee meeting in New York,
during the past week.

The United States and the
United Kingdom reaffirmed
that although the main respon-
sibility for peace-keeping lay
with the Security Council, the
Assembly could act it the
Council was blocked by a veto,
and that assessing members
to cover peace-keeping costs
was within the Assembly’s ju-
risdiction.

The Soviet Union and France
contended that only the Secu-
rity Council had the power to
decide on peace-keping opera-
tions and arrange for their fi-
nancing.

The problem of U.N. peace-
keeping operations has become
crucial in recent years, what

HERALDRY IN
CYPRUS-

A Bishop and A Captain

Venice held Cyprus for eigh-

ty-two years, 1489-1571,
and moved the capital from Ni-
cosia to Famagusta. The Cathe-
dral in Famagusta, dedicated to
St. Nicholas, is now used as a
mosque under the name of St
Sophia. It is a magnificent exam-
ple of early fourteenth-century
Gothic architecture and resembles
the Cathedral at Rheims.

To the right of the facade
is a highly decorated doorway
and two circular windows with
Venetian coats of arms above
and if you look around you
will find a third example in
a corner near the doorway —
a chevron between three roses.
These arms are in all probabi-
lity those of the Bishop Pietro
Ragazzoni.

A chevron between three
smaller charges is a very po-
pular charge especially in
Scottish Heraldry, but it would
be going too far to suggest
that the bishop was of Scottish
extraction.

Opposite the Cathedral and
across the square is another
fine piece of architecture; the
facade of the Venetian Palace
or Palazzo del Proveditore
which consists of three arches
supported by four grand co-
lumns (from Salamis). Over
the central arch are the arms
in black and white marble of,
per pale a chevron counter-
changed, Giovanni Renier,
Captain of Cyprus in 1552 and
Lieutenant General in 1557.
This may sound like a very
quick promotion to our ears
but actually in those days “the
Captain of Cyprus” was the
highest administrative officer
in Cyprus.

The idea of ‘“counterchang-
ing” a charge is very old in
heraldry and a 14th century

example of a chevron counter-
changed can be seen on a pa-
nel for Sir William de Lislebon
and Lady Anastasia in Win-
chester Cathedral. Again I am
not going to suggest any rela-

tionship between the Captain
of Cyprus and this English (or
Portuguese?) Gentleman, be-
cause you may find identical
arms born by families which
were not related in any way,
but in such cases you will also
find that the arms either ori-
ginate from different countries
or are separated very much
from each other in time.

Anyway, there is the possi-
bility that the identification of
Giovanni Renier as the ‘owner’
of the coat of arms above the
arch is wrong. To me it looks
as if there are two croziers in
saltire behind the shield (but
they may just be festoons), if
this is the case the coat of
arms must definitely have be-
longed to a bishop.

Overtaking

HE toll of traffic accident
casualties since the Force
came to Cyprus now stands at 17
dead and 691 injured. | can not
agree that the traffic situation in
the island is more difficult than
in other countries. This excuse is
too simple. The meain reason was,
and is, ov fidence and speed
ing. Do not be overconfident of
your ability while driving a ve-
hicle. Dead and injured people,
destroyed - property and smashed
vehicles are the result. Let us stop
this uncontrolled speeding and
this recklessness on the road.
Many accidents have occur-
red whilst overtaking. These
are elementary rules for this
procedure:-

1. Take your time.

2. Be specially careful
at dusk and in fog or
mist. )

3. Owvertake ' on the
right. This rule has two

exceptions:
a When the driver in
front has signalled

his intention to turn
right and you can
overtake him on his
left without danger
to yourself or others.
b In slow-moving traf-
fic when vehicles in
the lane on  your

right are moving
more slowly than
you are.

4. Return to the oppro-
priate lane on the road as
soon as practicable after
overtaking.

5. Do not cut in sharp-
ly in front of the wvehicle
you have just overtaken.

Next week we will discuss
some more points on this im-
portant subject. Watch these
tips carefully for your own
good and for everybody’s be-
nefit.

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PORTUGAL

New arms
embargo

he United Nations Securi-

ty Council last week adopt-
ed a resolution extending the
1963 curbs on military, ship-
ments to Portugal that could
be used against mnationalist
movements in the African ter-
ritories she rules.

The 1963 restrictions applied
to arms; they have now been
enlarged to cover supplies usgd
for their manufacture or main-
tenance. ;

The Council action was bas-
ed on an African-Asian draft
resolution as modified by Uru-
guayan amendments.

A key provision in the draft
calling for total economic boy-
cott of Portugal because of her
persistent refusal to relax her
grip on the territories was re-
jected in a separate vote. Only
four members voted for the
provision — the Soviet Union
and the three African-Asian
members (the Ivory Coast,
Jordan and Malaysia). The
seven other Council members
abstained.

As approved, the resolution
reaffirmed the Council’'s 1963
call for an end to repression
in Angola, Mozambique and
other territories under Portu-
guese rule, and speedy steps
to allow them to determine
their own future.

Portugal denies there is any
repression in the territories
and maintains they are an in-
tegral part of her national do-
main.

The vote on the resolution
was seven in favour — the So-
viet Union, China, Uruguay,
Bolivia, the Ivory Coast, Jor-
dan and Malaysia, and four ab-
stentions — the United States,
Great Britain, France and the
Netherlands.

INDO-PAKISTANI DISPUTE

to be arranged

S—G Sends Special Representative

mittee that meets in Ge-

The Soviet Union abstained
from voting because, she said,
the last provision could, by
its wording, encourage efforts
to subject an underground test
ban to international inspection,
which the U.S.S.R. considered
unnecessary and conducive to
espionage.

The African nuclear-free
zone draft resolution, sponsor-
ed by 21 African States, reaf-
firms the 1960 Assembly reso-

lution to this effect and calls
upon all States to respect the
Declaraion adopted by the Af-
rican summit conference in
July 1964. This stated the rea-
diness of African States to
undertake, through internatio-
nal agreement to be concluded
under U.N. auspices, not to
manufacture or control atomic
weapons, and it appealed to all
nuclear Powers to conform to
the Declaration.

The draft also calls upon all
States to refrain from using or
threatening to use nuclear
weapons in Africa, as well as
from testing, manufacturing,
acquiring or deploying nuclear
weapons on that continent, or
taking any action which would
compel African States to take
similar action.

U Thant subsequently pro-
prosed to the two Govern-
ments that Major-General Sy-
seno Sarmento, Commander of
the United Nations Force in
the Middle-East, go to the sub-
continent to help draw up
withdrawal plans. Pakistan
promptly endorsed this propo-
sal, but no similar reaction
from India was immediately
forth-coming.

Two weeks after U Thant’s

approach, the Council met
again and demanded the
prompt and unconditional
drawing up of withdrawal
schedules.
