INEXPERIENCED NIGHT DRIVING

Night driving requires re-
duced speed to permit stopping within
the range of your headlights. Be pre-
pared for emergency stops, for unlighted
vehicles, pedestrians wearing dark cloth-
ing, or animals crossing the road. ~

On curves your vision is seriously.
restricted even with the best headlights.
Only a fraction of the road ahead
illumineted while driving into the curve.
.Dim your headlights when you can
distinguish two separate headlights on
an approaching car. Keep lights dim-.
med even when the other driver does
not return this courtesy after you flash-
ed yours several times.

Avoid the glare of the oncoming car,
reduce speed, keep to the extreme left
of the road and concentrate your left
€ye on the left edge of the road, to
prevent the blinding effect. — The
change for an accident increases when
both drivers are blinded! :

Night driving s considerably more
dangerous than day driving. A :
rule is to drive two thirds of the speed
maintained during daytime.
