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U Thant Proposes
More UN Observers
For Middle East

NEW YORK, 18 AUGUST.

Secretary-General U Thant formally proposed today to the Gov-
ernments of Israel and Lebanon that United Nations observers be
posted along both sides of the Israeli-Lebanese sector to deter acts
of violence and provide U.N. with reliable information when they
do occur.

Meanwhile, the Security Coun-
cil continued its debate on the
reciprocal charges of aggression
brought *o it last week by Le-
banon and Israel.

Lebanon’s complaint centres
on a week old Israeli air attack
on southern Lebanese villages
which, she says, killed four per-
sons. Israel says that the strike
was directed at Palestinian com-
mando bases used for terrorist
attacks against her.

U.N. observers are currently
stationed along the Egyptian -
Israeli and Syrian-Israeli sectors.

“’No gap between any two sides is so great that it
cannot be bridged and no problem of human relations
is insoluble” Dr Ralph Bunche said on his departure
from Cyprus on 14 August after a two-day visit to the
Island and Unficyp.

Dr Bunche, who was replying to a query as to the gap
existing between the communities in Cyprus, also stressed
that “on the other side of the Mediterranean the gap is far
wider, longer and more difficult to bridge but it is bridgeable
too”.
