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HEAT HITS HARD

In this highly dramatic and dangerous condition also known
as sunstroke the sufferer becomes mentally disturbed and
pﬂen collapses or becomes comatose. His skin is flushed, burn-
ing hot and dry. Sweating ceases over the whole body; on the
other hand the sufferer may urinate frequently. It is caused
by a disturbance of the heat regulating centre in the brain —
man’s built in and usually highly efficient thermostat. The
temperature may reach 108’F (43°C).

The condition usually occurs
in hot humid weather in per-
sons physically fatigued or
suffering from the effects of
a fever such as malaria influ-
enza or pneumonia. Diabetics
and the drunken run a greater
risk of developing it.

The condition is not caused
by the sun’s direct rays and
may occur in persons confined
to hot airless rooms.

It is emphasised that a heal-
thy person can remain in a
sauna heated to 215’F (115°C)
for 15 minutes without ill ef-
fect because his thermostat is
still functioning and his body
temperature rises only a little
above normal.

First aid is directed to lower-
ing the temperature and must
be prompt and vigorous since
a body temperature of 108/
110°'F (42/43'C) can cause irre-

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parable brain damage or even
death if continued for ten mi-
nutes. Removal to a heat stroke
centre or air-conditioned room
is ideal if one is immediately
available. Otherwise the patient
must be moved to the next
coolest place and stripped.
Temperature is reduced by
sponging the body with water
and ensuring its evaporation
by positioning the body in a
breeze or creating one artifi-
cally by fanning. Meanwhile an
ambulance car or other trans-
port should be summoned.
Treatment must be continued
during transit and the body
should be positioned so that
the breeze created by the vehi-
cle’s movement plays on it and
assists evaporation.

Rapid cooling should cease
when the rectal temperature
reaches 101'F (38’'C) but obser-
vation in hospital remains ne-
cessary.

A six nation military police
team has the distinction _of
being the only completely in-
ternational unit here ip the
United Nations Force in Cy-
prus.

Headed by a Canadian, M.ajor
Tony MacAskill, of Halifax,
the Force comprises personnel
from Canada, Britain, Denmark,
Finland, Ireland and Sweden
in its complement of 54.

Their job is to assist com-
manders in the maintenance of
discipline and good o_rder and
they are the only police orga-
nization which has jurisdiction
over members of the UN
Forces.

® When a military driver or
vehicle is involved in an ac-
cident, the Traffic Division,
often in co-operation with the
Cypriot police are called in to
supervise the disposition of

the vehicle and carry out an
investigation. Master Corporal
Amos Goodwin and Corporal
Mike Brennan of the Force
Traffic Division investigate at
the scene of an accident.

The MP’s are located at troop
concentration points with a
headquarters and a special in-
vestigation section in Nicosia
and a detachment there for
police work in the Nicosia and
Kyrenia areas. In addition,
there are detachments at Fama-
gusta, Xeros, Larnaca and Li-
massol.

“We have no nationality,”
Major MacAskill likes to point
out, “‘and it is impertant that
everyone understands this. It
is not a Dane checking a Cana-
dian, or a Finn checking a
Swede, but a UN military poli-
ceman checking a UN officer
or soldier. We have one stand-
ard for all contingents.”

Their policy is “‘preventative
policing” according to Major
MacAskill and his men con-
sider it a successful night when
.they are able to keep soldiers
out of trouble, correct infrac-
tions on the spot and return

potential offenders to their
units without submitting re-
ports.

“We try to adhere to the
three-F motto of fairness,
firmness and friendliness,”
said Major MacAskill.
