CONTROVERSIAL FINANCIAL
DISCUSSIONS OPEN

"l"HE UN GENERAL ASSEMBLY’'S SPECIAL Political Com-
mittee last week opened discussion of the controversial
problem of UN peace-keeping operations and how to pay
for them. Ireland, the only substantive speaker, said that
if binding procedures to finance peace-keeping operations
were not agreed upon, pay-as-you-please financing might
spread to the whole of the UN budget with disastrous re-

sults.

Among the current UN operations, that in Cyprus is
financed by voluntary contributions from Governments;
there are chronic deficits and the UN Secretary-General, U
Thant, has described the method as “totally inadequate.”

The UN Force stationed in the Middle East (UNEF)
since the Suez crisis ten years ago, is supported by asses-
sments levied by the UN but a number of States have, for
various political and legal reasons, declined to pay them.

The President of Zambia
also deplored conditions in

the territories under control
of South Africa and Portugal,
and urged action by the ma-
jor powers most concerned
before it was too late. He
said the fanatical doctrine of
apartheid would not have
made such strides in South
Africa if not for the huge
amounts of investment capi-
tal poured in from abroad.

COUNGIL MEVIBERS GENSURE ISRAEL

HE UN SECURITY COUN-

CIL last week heard de-
nunciations of Israel’s raid
on Jordanian territory on
Sunday, 13 November. The
United States, Great Britain,
the Soviet Union, China, Ar-
gentina, Japan, the Nether-
lands and New Zealand all
took the floor to declare there
could be no justification for
Such an attack and to stress

the need to prevent further
violence.

The Council was meeting
on Jordan’s complaint that
Israel had committed “wan-
ton aggression” against her.

As the Council met, the
UN Secretary-General, U
Thant, reported that UN ob-
servers had interviewed wit-
nesses on the spot who had
reported that the Sunday as-

sault was carried out by so-
me 17 tanks with about 80
armoured personnel carriers
with eight to ten men in each
and supported by jet fighters.

The observers had them-
selves seen the damage
which included destruction

of more than 100 homes, plus
shops, schools, wells and ve-
hicles. The inquiry was con-
tinuing.

Towards the end of the
week, ten nations put forth
a proposal before the Special
Political Committee which
would make assessments for
UN peace-keeping mandatory
and have the great Powers
and other affluent States be-
ar the brunt of the cost.

The resolution is being
sponsored by Ireland and ni-
ne other nations. It revives
the financial provisions of a
resolution put forward last
year but not voted on. The
five permanent Members 01(
the Security Council would
pay 70 per cent; other weal-
thy countries 25 per cent;
and the poor nations the re-
maining five per cent.

The resolution also offers.
an escape clause for the five
permanent Members of the
Security Council, If one does
not vote for a peace-keeping
operation, it does not have
to help finance it. This pro-
viso would circumvent the
possibility of a paralyzing
negative vote, and the resul-
ting deficit would be met by
the other great Powers and
the wealthy countries gener-
ally.

Maingder av hus
och monument hirjades av eld och
annan forstorelse.

Aren 332 och 322 f6ljde nya fruk-
tansvirda jordbidvningar. I sam-
band med den senare skoljde enor-
ma havsvagor in 6ver staden och
drénkte den i vatten och sand. De
sanddynerna tdcker fortfarande
storre delen av staden, som di om-
fattade cirka 5 km2.

- CELEBRATE

CAMBRAI

HE RECONNAISANCE

SQUADRON of the Fort
Garry Horse celebrated Cam-
brai Day last Saturday with
a ceremonial roll past the
Force Commander, Major-Ge-
neral A.E. Martola.

The outstanding action of
the Great War for the Garrys
was the Battle of Cambrali,
in November, 1917, when the

Canadian prairie regiment
produced its only Victoria
Cross winner, Lt. Harcus
Strachan.

On Saturday the 100-strong
squadron, commanded by
Gordon Kitchen, 36, of Ha-

milton, Ontario, was review-
ed by Major-General A.E.
Martola who commands 4,500
troops of six nations under
the UN flag.

The Garrys, who arrived
in the first part of October,
operate 27 Ferret scout cars
which in their first fortnight
logged more than 10,000

miles on Cyprus roads .an_d
convoyed more than 1,000 ci-
vilian vehicles.

Cambrai Day in Cyprus in-
cluded a dinner -and other
social activities. Cambrai
itself was the first success-
ful tank battle of the Great
War and the advance guard
of Canadian cavalry was
supporting the 300-odd tanks
into battle.

B Squadron of the Garrys
had to capture a German
corps headquarters, crossing
a canal under heavy machi-
ne gun fire which killed the
squadron leader. Lt. Harcus
Strachan took over and the
squadron put a German field
battery to the sword, rallied
in a sunken road, stampeded
their exhausted horses to 'di-
vert Genmans from plugging
the gap and made it to sa-
fety on foot, reduced to 43
men, most of them wounded.

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CHINESE
DEBATE

OPENS ATUN

US DEMANDS
TWO-THIRDS
MAJORITY
FOR MOVES TO
SEAT PEKING

HE UN GENERAL AS-
SEMBLY LAST FRIDAY
opened its debate on the is-
sue of the Chinese represen-
tation in the United Nations.
Italy told the Assembly that
the first requirement was to
find out if Peking wanted
to be represented in the UN
and whether it was prepared
to comply with the UN Char-
ter. To this end, Senator At-
tilio Piccioni urged that a spe-
cial group be set up to de-
termine this and to explore
the whole issue of China in
the world Organization, One
important question which
had to be answered, he said,
was what could and must be
the position of the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Chi-
na in Taipeh. :
Ambassador Sambath of
Cambodia declared that the
People’s Republic of China
must be allowed to take its
lawful place in the world
Organization. He blamed the
United States for allowing
the problem to have continu-
ed so long and warned that
any further delay would on-
ly weaken the authority of
the UN at a time when its
authority was 'most needed.
The Cambodian Ambassador
formally introduced a propo-
sal co-sponsored by ten other
States to oust from the UN
what were called persons
speaking only for Generalis-
simo Chiang Kai-Shek and
seat the representatives of
the PRC as the only lawful
delegation.

Before the Assembly is an-
other draft resolution spon-
sored by the United States
and 12 others which would
reaffirm that any proposal to
change China’s representati-
on in the UN was an impor-
tant matter under the Char-
ter and thus required a two-
thirds majority.

Speaking for the Republic
of China, Mr. Wei Tao-Ming
called on the Assembly to re-
ject all proposals to seat Chi-
nese communists and he ca-
tegorically reiected any so-
called “two China’s” propo-
sal. He said that for the Uni-
ted Nations to place its seal
of approval on Peking would
convince her that aggression
had paid and would be a
great injustice to the Chinese
peonle who Tooked to the Re-
public of China as the only
leeal authority and hope for
their eventual deliverance.

NUCLEAR THREAT
AGAIN PROMINENT
IN ASSEMBLY

ESOLUTIONS DEALING WITH STEPS to eliminate the

nuclear threat, to secure a majority rule in Rhodesia,
and to help more than one million Palestine refugees, were
among those examined and acted upon by the UN General
Assembly and its Main Committees last week.

The Assembly interrupted its regular business on Tues-
day of last week to hear a special address by President
Kenneth Kaunda of Zambia- (see page one).

A resolution calling on Great Britain to take all mea-
sures, including the use of force, to bring down the Ian
Smith regime in Rhodesia was given final approval by the

Assembly last week.

In another action, the As-
sembly urged more and in-
creased contributions to the
UN Relief and Works Agen-
cy (UNRWA) caring for the
Palestine refugees. The Agen-
cy had reported that it faced
a four-million-dollar deficit
in its already austere 40-mil-
lion-dollar budget for next
year, and pointed out that
only a third of all UN Mem-
bers had been providing the
voluntary contributions on
which it depended.

The Assembly resolution
on Palestine refuges, which
was based on a modified
United States draft, also cal-
led on “all Governments con-
cerned” to cooperate with the
UN Palestine Conciliation
Commission so that progress
might be achieved toward
implementing the 1948 reso-
lution spelling out the refu-
gees’ right to choose between
compensation and peaceful
repatriation.

The General Assembly al-
so gave final approval last
week to resolutions directed
against the further spread of
nuclear weapons in the world
and centering on the prob-
lem of security guarantees
for non-nuclear countries.

Meanwhile, its Main Poli-
tical Committee opened deb-
bate on how to bring all nu-
clear weapon tests to a com-
plete halt. A non-aligned
draft resolution would ask
that all States adhere to the

existing ban on atmospheric,
under-water, and outer-space
tests, and that the prohibiti-
on be extended to the under-
ground explosion of atomic
bombs., Two nuclear powers
— the People’s Republic of
China oand France — have
not signed the 1963 partial
test ban.

Several resolutions on me-
ans to prevent the threat or
the use of force in interna-
tional relations and to secure
the observance of the right
of peoples to self-determina-
tion were examined by the
General Assembly last week.

One draft, sponsored by
Czechoslovakia and ten other
States, speaks out against
any forcible action against
peoples struggling for their
freedom. The sponsors have
denounced United States ac-
tion in Viet-Nam.

A second draft, put for-
ward by the US and Costa
Rica, reaffirms the right of
all peoples to self-determin-
ation and independence free
of threats and asks all nati-
ons to renounce doctrines ad-
vocating the otherthrow of
other Governments by armed
force, subversion or terrorism.

A third draft, sponsored by
Italy and seven other States,
would turn the issues over to
a legal study group which
is examining the principles
of international law concer-
ning friendly relations and
cooperation among States.
