NUCLEAR DISARMAMENT

NEGOTIATIONS RESUME
IN GENEVA

The nuclear disarmament negotiations resumed on 16 July,

1968, at the European Headquarters of the United Nations

in Geneva, with the emphasis on fresh efforts to curb the
threat of nuclear weapons.

UNITED NATIONS

In a message to the 17-

- Nation Group, the Secretary-
General, U Thant, hailed the
recent conclusion of the treaty
to bar the spread of nuclear
weapons beyond the present
five atomic powers, and noted
that the pact had already been
signed by more than. sixty

states.

“The treaty itself”, he re-
marked, “committed those
signing it to press towards

the early halt of the nuclear
arms race and general disar-
mament under international
control”; he was sure the
Geneva. committee would pu-
ruse this goal energetically.

UNITED STATES

In another message to the
committee, President Johnson
said the United states and the
Soviet Union would shortly
agree on where and when to
open negotiations on limiting
and then cutting back long-
range missiles armed with
nuclear warheads.

MORE COUNTRIES
CONTRIBUTE

TO UNFICYP
FUNDS

AUSTRALIA

Australia has informed the
United Nations that it will
make a further contribution of
61,000 dollars towards the
maintenance of the TUnited
Nations Force in Cyprus.

In a letter dated 20 June,
1968, to the UN Secretary-
General, U Thant, the Perma-
ment Representative of Aus-
tralia to the United Nations,
said that the new contribution
by Australia was being made
to meet the costs of the
period ending 26 December,
1967.

ITALY

Italy has also announced
that she is to make a voluntary
contribution of 90,000 dollars
to the costs of the United Na-
tions Force in Cyprus.

The contribution is for the
period 27 March to 26 June
1968, and is made in response
to an appeal to all UN mem-
bers from the Secretary-Gene-
ral, U Thant, last month.

DENMARK

The Government of Denmark
has also decided to make a
further contribution of 60,000
dollars to meets the costs of
the TUnited Nations Force in
Cyprus.

In a letter to the Secretary-
General, the Permanent Repre-
sentative of Denmark to the
United Nations, stated that
this contribution is for the
period ending 26 June, 1968,
and that it was made “without
prejudice to its attitude on the
principles of collective finan-
cial responsibility for United
Nations Operations of this
nature”.
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FALSK REKLAME

De fleste boger om Cyperns historie beretter, at Kong Peter I af
Cypern under en rejse til England i 1363 var til middag hos Londons borg-
mester sammen med fire andre konger, og at den ene af disse konger var
Valdemar Atterdag. Middagen omtales normalt som ‘‘de fem kongers
fest”’, og et kendt cypriotisk vinfirma har til minde om begivenheden kaldt
et af deres fornemmeste produkter, en vellagret cognac, for ‘‘Five Kings”’.
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Fra dansk side ser historien imidlertid lidt anderledes ud.

Kong Peter I, der regerede pé
Cypern fra 1351 til 1369, havde et
brendende gnske om at generobre
Jerusalem, men han havde ikke
penge og styrker nok til alene at
starte et korstog. I Oktober 1362
sejlede han derfor fra Cypern for
om muligt hos paven og Europas
konger at skaffe den forngdne
statte til sit forehavende.

Aaret efter ndede han til
England, og det var her, han blev
blev inviteret til middag hos Lon-
dons borgmester, Henry Picard.
Blandt gesterne var ogsd Englands
konge, den franske og den skotske
konge, prinsen af Wales og mange
andre fornemme personer.

Det fortelles, at der blev spillet
terning og hasard ved festen, og at
kong Peter i forste omgang vandt,
men senere tabte han 50 mark til
borgmesteren. Kong Peter var en
darlig taber, og for ikke at for-
nerme den fornemme gest matte
borgmesteren betale kongen pen-
gene tilbage.

Fra danske kilder ved vi, at
Valdemar Atterdag i Oktober 1363
rejste til Polen, hvor han i Krakow,
sammen med kong Peter af Cypern,
overvarede den tysk-romerske ke-
jsers bryllup. Fra Krakow gik
rejsen videre til Prag, formentlig i

%

selskab med det nygifte kejserpar og
kong Peter. Efter at have afsluttet
visse forhandlinger med kejseren
forlod Valdemar Prag sammen med
kong Peter, der forgeves forsggte
at overtale den danske konge til at
deltage i det patenkte korstog.
Rejsen gik over Kgln til Flandern.
Det har herefter veret Valdemars
hensigt at rejse til England. Han
havde faet lejdebrev for sig og sit
folge pa 300 personer. Det blev
udstedt den 1 Februar 1364, men
uvidst af hvilken grund blev det
ikke benyttet.

Selv om det ikke vides precis
hvornar middagen fandt sted i
London, ma det dog fra dansk side
anses for usandsynligt, at Valdemar
Atterdag skulle have veret med.
At der skulle have varet fem konger
ved festen, ma derfor betegnes
som en journalistisk overdrivelse
eller tilsnigelse, idet dog, det skal
bemarkes, at prinsen af Wales
senere blev konge. Det ubenyttede
lejdebrev kan have veret medvir-
kende &rsag til, at den danske
konge af senere kronikeskrivere
navnes blandt festens deltagere.
