each week '‘Blue Beret’' publishes a ‘Road Safety Corner’' but
it is often wondered whether this is enough.

From reports, published in
the Cyprus Press, of Road Sa-
fety statistics for just one
week, ending Sunday, 17 No-
vember, 1968, it seems that
The Cyprus Police have their
hands full with Road Traffic
Problems.

Five people were killed and
54 injured in 100 road acci-
dents.

A total of 1,149 traffic offen-
ces were reported by the police
and 857 cases were brought be-
fore the courts, which imposed
fines totalling £2,465 and sus-
pended driving licences in 21
cases.

Police Radar reported 53
cases of excessive speeding in

built up areas.

For the corresponding week,
UNFICYP's Road Safety stati-
stics were: Seven accidents, in
which no one was injured, and
one speeding offence. These
figures are good in comparison
with other weeks but, however,
it is still seven accidents and
one speeding offence too many!

More tips on

Night Driving

1) Keep the windscreen
clean.

2) Keep the entire light-
ing system in good con-
dition.

3) Avoid tinted glasses or
other devices which re-
duce the light reaching
your eyes.

4) Avoid lighting matches
or bright lights of any
kind inside the vehicle.

5) Avoid excessive smok-
ing.

6) Keep your headlights
adjusted so that the
dip beams will fall be-
low the level of an on-
coming driver’s eye.

7) If for any reason you
park your vehicle on
the road at night,
switch on your parking
lights. Make it a point
to carry always with
you the internationally
approved . “Red Trian-
gle” with reflectors
which you can place 20
feet in front and 20
feet to the rear of your
vehicle in case your
lights are out of order.
Failing this, inform the
nearest Police Station
so that edequaet action
may be taken to avoid
accidents.

8) Pay particular atten-
tion to pedestrians es.
pecially in poor lighted

areas. It is difficult to
spot a pedestrian when
he wears dark clothing.

9) Check the beam of

* your headlights and
your dipping system.

10) Check your electric
trafficators.
