MESSAGE, 1968

We come to the observance of this United

Nations Day, the

twentythird anniversary of the establishment of the world
Organization, in the sombre realization that the ideals and goals
set out in the Charter are not being realized: as we expected;
nor have some of our fondest hopes and aspirations come to

fruition.

Despite our determination
“to save succeeding genera-
tions from the scourge of
war”, we continue to live un-
der the threat of a possible
nuclear annihilation.

In Asia, Africa, the Middle
East, Europe and elsewhere,
policies are pursued and cour-
ses of action set in motion
which seem to go completely
contrary to the Charter prin-
ciple that we should “practice
tolerance and live together

with one another as good
neighbours”.

In this International Year
for Human Rights, comme-

morating the twentieth anni-
versary of the adoption of the
Universal declaration, millions
of our fellow human beings
still suffer from want, from
descrimination and from the
lack of opportunity to guide
their own destinies.

planet where the war against
poverty, ignorance and disease
is still far from being wan.

It is, therefore, hardly sur-
prising that people may some-
time question whether the
aims and purposes of the
United Nations can ever be
realized, whether the machine-
ry for international co-opera-
tion can ever be made fully
effective.

My message to you this
United Nations Day is simply
this. The goals established by
the founding fathers of the
World Organization are as va-
lid today as they were in
1945.

We must continue to strive
“to unite our strength to
maintain international peace
and security”. We must con-
tinue to “reaffirm our faith in
fundamental human rights”

With a flying time of up
to two and a half hours and
two twenty-four gallon fuel
tanks, a return trip to any-
where on the Island is within
the scope of the four Sioux in
the Flight, commanded by
Major David Craig.

to combine our efforts towards
the common goal.

A renewed will to peace on
peoples and Governments, a
renewed dedication to the
indeals of the Charter — these
alone can enable us to face
the coming months and years
with hope and confidence.
