‘CHANGES ON MANY FRONTS AT
ONCE' STATES U THANT

United Nations efforts to help speed economic and social
growth in developing countries have brought ‘‘a growing reco-
gnition that the process of development involves a complex of
structural changes in the whole environment in which men
live’, and that ‘‘no single approach is sufficient in itself’, a
study by U Thant, UN Secretary-General states.

“Changes are required on
many fronts at once”, and the
methods used to foster deve-
lopment must be positively re-
lated to one another, the Se-
cretary-General comments in
the report, which will be con-
sidered by the Economic and
Social Council at its ecurrent
summer session in Geneva.

The study first outlines prin-
ciples of international co-ope-
ration for development and
analyzes the objectives of de-
velopment. It then summarizes
concepts that have guided acti-
vities, in specific “'sectoral ap-
proaches to development': de-
velopment planning, develop-
ment financing, social conside-
rations international trade,
food and agriculture, industrial
development, energy and natu-

CYPRUS TALKS

JOINT STATEMENT ISSUED BY MR. CLERIDES
AND MR. DENKTASH ON THE PROGRESS OF THE
LOCAL TALKS ON 25 JULY, 1968.

The first phase of the talks has been completed. This phase
covered an exchange of views on the question of the constitu-
tional structure and principles. At this stage we are able to say
that there has been identity of views on a number of points and
that on others it will not be difficult to establish common ground,
but there still remain certain issues, the importance of which can-
not be minimized, which require patient negotiations if we are to
narrow the existing gaps. We intend to exert all our efforts to bring

this about.

If the second phase is completed
successfully, it will be necessary
to set up subcommittees to tackle
the details end the technical as-
pect of the question.

A break in the talks is needed
in order to give us time to make
an overall re-appraisal of the
views exchanged so far and for
further consultations with our
respective sides. We intend to re-
sume our meetings on Thursday,
29th of August, at 9.00 e.m. for
the second phase.

We wish to express to the
press our appreciation for the re-
sponsible way in which they have
followed our talks and for the
understanding shown to us in this
delicate and difficult task.

and declarations of the United
Nations and related agencies.
Dr. David Whiteman, a reader
in international economic his-
tory at the University of Bir-
mingham, England, served as a
consultant in the preparation
of the report.
