““The Secretary-General announced with regret that
Lt General Ilmari Armas Eino Martola has decided for
personal reasons to relinquish his post as Commander
of UNFICYP on 20 December, 1969, a United Nations
spokesman said at a regular briefing in New York an
Friday 28 November.

The Secretary General has
welcomed the Simultanous
ratification by the United Sta-
tes and the USSR of the 1968
Treaty against the further
spread of nuclear weapons.

He said he considered this to
be one big step towards the
goals of general and complete
disarmament.

A UN spokesman added that
his Treaty which had been
Negotiated over a period of
years and had been endorsed
by the Assembly in early sum-
mer 1968 is designed to prevent
emergence of nuclear military
Powers other than the present
five,

It has been signed by over
a hundred nations and ratified
Y some twenty including one
huclear power, Britain.

The UN spokesman further
stated that ratification by
USSR and the USA are re-
quired along with Britain’s for
the Treaty to go into effect.
Forty non nuclear ratifica-
tions are also needed. Two
other nuclear powers France
and the Peoples Republic of
China have declined to adhere
to the Pact.

General Martola has served
as Commander of UNFICYP
since 17 May 1966. During that
time, General Martola has ful-
filled his duties as Force Com-

mander with great devotion .
