SUMMARY

It costs a lot to run a UN-batta-
lion. For the Swedish Battalion the
total cost per month is about
C £270,000. The largest part
goes on wages, which take more
than half that sum. The overseas
allowance is about 55 000 pounds
per month. For logistics support
the Swedes rely a lot on the British
base at Dhekelia. They hire quite
many vehicles from them. A Land-
Rover for example costs £1,200
mils a day, which makes it £36
per month. Swedcon hires 50
vehicles all together.

When hiring equipment the rent
is calculated at one 60th-part of the
value per month. After five years
rent the Battalion then becomes the
owner.
