always a sobering thought that your own name

Probably sounds as funny to Finns, Danes or Swedes as theirs
do to you. In the case of Irishmen, the problem is compounded
by certain historical factors, so it may be of interest to ex-
pound a little on the matter of Irish surnames.

The first problem is that
Irish family names may be

‘“Mac”, is easily explained,
since it is exactly the same
as the Scots Gaelic prefix
meaning ‘“son of”.

Some years
ago, a fallacious idea I got
about that ‘Mac’ and ‘O’ pre-
fixes represented true Irish
stock, as distinct from the
simple unadormed surname.
