EED to bolster the uneasy cease-fire between India and Paki-
stan held the cttention of the Security Council at United
Nations Headquarters in New York last week.

With U.N. observers reporting breaches by both sides, the
Council early last week issued a new demand to both parties urgent-
ly to honour their cease-fire commitment and carry out the military
pull-back demanded by the Council on 20 September.

Both parties later in the week
made known their views on the
Security Council’s call for an im-
mediate withdrawal of all military
personnel to positions occupied

before 5 August. The parties’
positions were conveyed in letters
to the Secretary-General, U

Thant, who had twice asked them
to advise him of their plans and
schedules for withdrawal.

Ambassador Amjad Ali of Pa-
kistan said in his reply that no
withdrawal could take place until
it had been jointly agreed by the
two armed forces and a mutually
accepted programme  for with-
drawal had been prepared. Mr.
Ali also argued that “‘military

fter hearing the United States and the Soviet Union in
Athe opening days of the U.N. General Assembly’s over-
all debate, the Assembly last week heard the views of a third
permanent member of the Security Couneil. ;

Taking the floor for France,
Foreign Minister Maurice Cou-
ve de Murville told the Assem-
bly that the world was un-
dergoing a period of profound
change and that the peace of
mankind depended on an
agreement between the nuc-
lear powers or at least a mo-
dus vivendis between them.

M. Couve de Murville ob-
served that the last world war
was now “far behind us”; that
decolonization was almost
completed; that ideological di-
visions that once seemed per-

manent were on the wane;
and that a sense of national
independence and individuality
was on the rise. In this new
world, he said, it was of ut-
most importance that relations
between States be conducted on
a basis of strict equality and
non-intervention.

The best way of then deal-
ing with the question, he suggest-
ed, would be for the Secretary-
General to send representatives or
a team of observers to assist in
working out a plan for a “‘simul-
taneous, coordinated and synchro-
nized withdrawal of all armed
personnel of both sides’’.

of Pakistan later reiterated his
Government’s call for an Indian
— Pakistani  withdrawal from

Kashmir, the dispatch of a U. N.

plebiscite to decide whether the
disputed state should join India
or Pakistan.

Syed Mir Qasim, Minister,
Government of Jammu and
Kashmir, a member of the Indian
delegation to the Assembly, said
the Pakistan proposals were total-
ly unacceptable. He reaffirmed
that India considered Kashmir an
integral part of the Indian Union.

ICHARD 1, King of England, is normally, no longer referred
to as Richard the Lion-hearted because it is believed that he
neither spoke nor understood any English at all. His connections
with Cyprus were in fact very brief. With a great deal of luck he
conquered the island in 1191 and about a year later he sold it to
the Order of the Knights Templars — and he didn’t leave any

heraldic evidence in Cyprus.

Later, however, the coat of
arms of Richard became known
not only in Cyprus but all over
the world.

From written sources we know
that there were originally two
lions in Richard’s shield, but as
no design of the arms exist
from that period we do not know
how these two lions were placed
in the shield. An early seal of
Richard’s show him in full armour
on horseback. Unfortunately we
see him from his right hand side,
and as he is carrying the shield
on his left arm less than half of
it is visible. There is a lion in this
shield but it is facing the center-
line of the shield. This is rather
unusual. Lions are normally
facing ‘forward’. If we try to
make a reconstruction of the
arms from this seal it must be
two lions facing one another, or
as we say in the heraldic lan-
guage two lions “rampant com-
batant.” Although such arms
were known in these days it is
very unlikely that this really was
the coat of arms which Richard
bore when he landed near Limas-
sol.

As we don’t know exactly how
the lions were arranged in the
shizld, we can just leave out the
shield and place two lions
“pasSant guardant” (walking) in
a circle and call it a badge instead
of a coat of arms. And this is what
was done in Cyprus during the
British rule. This badge is still
displayed on many buildings of
historical interest — buildings
which are under the supervision
of the Department of Antiquities.

Also some coins from the 19th
century carry the badge although
most coins from Queen Victoria’s

reign have only one lion in a
shield, the Cyprus lion.
After his return to England

Richard displayed a new coat of
arms: Three golden lions in a
red field and these are the lions
which still represent England.
As far as | remember the oldest
known representation of this coat
of arms is dated 1198 — may
| humbly add that the three lions
in the Danish coat of armsdate
from 1192, Some historians hold
that the Danish lions are derived
from the three black lions in a
golden field in the coat of arms
of the German Emperor of the
house of Hohenstaufen (to-day
the arms of the District of Swa-
bia). | wouldn’t be a bit surprised
if a German expert some day
finds out that the English lions
also originated from Germany
when Richard Coeur de Lion was
captive there.

The Royal Arms of Great
Britain since the days of Richard
have undergone many changes
and in their present form they
date the accession of
Queen Victoria in 1837, they
consist of: Quarterly: 1 and 4
three golden lions in a red field,
for England. 2 a red lion within
a “tressure” in a golden field,
for Scotland and 3 a golden harp
in a blue field, for Ireland. This
coat of arms is also still display-
ed in many places in Cyprus.
