Perhosten kerdily vaatii tietoa
ja kérsivallisyytta. Haavi on
tietenkin kerdilijin tyovéline. Sen
lisdksi on tunnettava perhosten
lentoajat ja esiintymispaikat. Pu-
hutaan ‘“‘piotoopeista” eli juoma-

paikoista, jonne perhoset kerdénty-
vit. Paras piotooppi on kuulemma
Tjikloksen uima-altaalla! Sinne Sa-
s lonen rakensi pyydyksen: valon-
heitin suunnattiin lakanaan. Per-
hoset lensividt pdin lakanaa. Péi-
viperhosten paras lentoaika on
klo. 9-11, huonoin aika on 12-16.

Katselemme Salosen kokoelmaa.
Nimi ovat huonoimpia, hén
sanoo. Parhaat hdn on ldhettdnyt
kotiin. Téssd on ritari, tdssd on
sinisiipi, tdssd sitruunaperhonen....
Lajit poikkeavat hieman kotimai-
sista. Joukossa on tietenkin aivan
tuntemattomiakin, maallikolle ni-
mittdin.  Perhosen kdsittely on
tarkkaa hommaa: Salosella on tie-
tynlainen alusta, jolle perhoset
kiinnitetddn voipaperin alle neuall
kuivumaan.

Taloudellisestikin perhosten ke-
rdily kannattaa: perhosia oste-
taan ympéri maailmaa. Kimmok-
keen tdhdn harrastukseen Salonen
sai ollessaan merimiechend Eteld-
Amerikan linjalla. Joidenkin tiet-
tyjen perhosten hinnat ovat maail-
manmarkkinoilla huimat. Esi-
merkiksi erds indonesialaisen per-
honen arvioidaan 1000-10.000 mar-

kan arvoiseksi. Myos suomalainen
neitoperho on arvokas.  Suurin
yksilo, joka on tarttunut Salosen
haaviin on polldyokko, jonka sii-
pien vili on 18 cm.
