CONTRIBUTION TO
UNFICYP COSTS

HE GOVERNMENT OF

THE FEDERAL REPU-
BLIC OF GERMANY has in-
formed the United Nations
that it has decided to make a
further voluntary contribu-
tion of $500,000 towards
meeting the cost of the UN
Peace-keeping Force in Cy-
prus for the period ending 26
June 1967.

In a letter to the United
Nations Secretary - General,
dated 17 May 1967, the
Acting Permanent Observer of
the Federal Republic of Ger-
many, Mr Heinrich Sartorius,
said that this additional sum
brings ‘‘...the total contribu-
tion of the Federal Republic
of Germany to the costs of the
United Nations Peace-keeping
Force in Cyprus to six million
dollars.”

FIVE UNEFK
PERSONNEL
KILLED

GOVERNMENT HOUSE UNDER FIRE

" NITED NATIONS SECRETARY-GENERAL U THANT REPORT-

ED TO THE SECURITY COUNCIL LAST MONDAY that one
officer and four soldiers of the Indian Contingent serving with
UNEF were kilied and Indian and Brazilian soldiers were wounded
as a result of Israeli action in the area.

At the same time, the Secretary-General reported that Govern-
ment House, the United Nations Truce Supervision Organization
Headquarters in Jerusalem—in no-man’s-land—which had been oc-
cupied by Jordanian soldiers, later was occupied by lIsraeli troops,
and that heavy firing was taking place on Monday in and around
.Government House compound.

The Secretary-General addressed a message to the Government
of Israel concerning the incident in which a strafing attack by
Israel aircraft led to the deaths of three Indian soldiers with UNEF
on Monday, 5 June. The strafing attack was made on a UNEF
convoy immediately south of Khan Yunis on the road between Gaza
and Rafah. An unknown number of soldiers were wounded. All
vehicles in the convoy were painted white.

The Commander of UNEF reported that on Monday two Israel
tanks entered the barbed wire around Rafah Camp and that fire
from these tanks had caused a number of casualties among local
staff of Rafah Camp. It had been the scene throughout the day of
sporadic exchanges of mortar and artillery fire.

At 1630 hours on 5 June two lIsrael aircraft attacked Wadi
Gaza, Bridge and are reported to have destroyed it.

Later, on the same day, the
main camp of the UNEF Indian
Battalion came under Israel artil-
lery fire which killed one officer
and one soldier and wounded one
officer and nine soldiers. UNEF
Commander General Rikhye point-
ed out that a contributing factor
to the casualties suffered from
artillery fire was the proximity of

During the South African
War 1899—1902 the RCD line
of march involved some
1,700 miles of repeated en-
gagements, the most notable
being the engagement at
Liliefontein on November
7, 1900, It was on this day
that three Dragoons won the
Victoria Cross in the same
action.

FIRST WORLD WAR

At the outset of the First
World War, the Regiment
saw action in the trenches
of France, and subsequently
as cavalry (1916—1918) as
part of the Canadian Cavalry
Brigade. It was during this
time that the Dragoons par-

ticipated in the last great
cavalry charge, the action at
Moreuil Wood on 30 March
1918.

SECOND WORLD WAR

At the outbreak of the Se-
cond World War the newly
designated “Ist Armoured
Car Regiment (Royal Cana-
dian Dragoons)” embarked
for the United Kingdom as
part of the 5th Canadian Ar-
moured Division. In early
1942 they became the Ar-
moured Car Regiment of the
First Canadian Corps landing
in Sicily in late 1943 and in
Italy in early 1944. As the
Reconnaissance Regiment of
the 1st Canadian Infantry
Division in 1945 the Regi-
ment moved through North-

’T he following is the text
of the resolution unani-
mously adopted by the Secu-
rity Council late on Tues-
day evening, 6 June 1967 :

“The Security Council,

Noting the oral report of

Having heard the state-
ments made in the Council,

Concerned at the outbreak
of fighting and with the
menacing situation in the
Near East,

1. Calls upon the Govern-
ments concerned as o first
step to take forthwith all
measures for an immediate
cease-fire and for cessation
of all military activities in
the area:;

2. Requests the Secretary-
General to keep the Council
promptly and currently in-
formed on the situation.”
