NUCLEAR
RESOLUTION

HE UNITED NATIONS GENERAL ASSEMBLY last week en-
dorsed a resolution—approved by an overwhelming majority in
its Main Political Committee—asking all States to do nothing that
might hamper the prompt conclusion of an anti-nuclear prolifer-

ation treaty.

The vote in the Committee was 110 in favour, one against

and one abstention.

Speaking for Albania, Ambas-
sador Halim Budo, denounced the
move as an attempt to sustain the

Soviet-US monopoly of overwhel-
mink nuclear power and hailed
Peking’s nuclear build-up. Cuba

U THANT’S APPOINTMENT EXTENDED
UNANIMOUS ASSEMBLY DECISION

HE UN GENERAL ASSEMB-

LY, on the recommendation
of the Security Council last week
voted unanimously to extend the
appointment of U Thant as Secre-
tary-General until the end of the
twenty-first regular session of the
Assembly. The Assembly acted by
adopting, in a secret ballot, a
draft resolution submitted by the
ten non-permanent members of
the Security Council: Argentina,
Bulgaria, Japan, Jordan, Mali, the
"fefherlonds, New Zealand, Nige-
ria, Uganda and Uruguay.

U Thant's previous term of

office was to expire on 3 Novem-
ber 19¢6.

The Council had previously
adopted a resolution recalling U
Thant's statement on 19 Septem-
ber that he was ready to consider
serving until the end of the pre-

The President of the Assembly,
Abdul Rahman Pazhwak of Af-
ghanistan, in formally informing
the Secretary-General of the ex-
tension of his appointment, said
there was "’an obvious determina-
tion on the part of the entire
membership that the Secretary-
General of the United Nations
must be enabled to function in
his high office in the most effe-
ctive manner possible’’.

He expressed hope that, before
this session ended, the Secretary-
General would have reached a
decision which the entire Organi-
zation would be able to welcome.

DISCOVERY

MAY LINK
RICHARD 1
WITH
CYPRUS

T IS GENERALLY BE-

LIEVED THAT THERE
are no traces left in Cyprus
from the conquest of the is-
land by Richard I in the year
1191. However, an officer of
the Danish Contingent has
recently made a discovery
which makes this statement
more problematic. In Beirut,
Lebanon he has found an En-
glish coin, possibly dated to
Richard I, and which may
have come to Lebanon via
Cyprus with Richard and his
men.

The coin is a silver penny.
It is of the type known as
the ‘short-cross’ coinage
which was minted from 1180
and onwards bearing the
name of Henry II and last-
Ing throughout the next
three reigns up to 1247 when
a ‘longcross’ design was in-
troduced.

"’As previously, the above-mention-
ed amount will be placed with a
bank account in Denmark and offset
against expenses paid by the Danish
authorities in  connection with the
Danish contingent to UNFICYP.”

COUNCIL FAILS TO ADOPT SIX
POWER RESOLUTION

HE SECURITY COUNCIL

LAST WEEK failed to adopt,
because of the negative vote of a
permanent member of the Coun-
cil, a six-Power draft resolution
under which Syria would have
been invited to “’strenghten its
measures for preventing incidents
that constitute a violation of the
General Armistice Agreement’’
with Israel.

The vote on the draft resolution
was ten in favour to four against
(Bul-aria, Jordan, Mali and the
Soviet Union), with- one absten-
tion (China).

The Council President, Arthur
J. Goldberg (United States), an-
nounced that the resolution had
not been adopted, bezause of the
negative vote of a permanent
member of the Council (the Soviet
Union).

Another draft resolution, sub-
mitted by the United Kingdam
and the United States was not
pressed to a vote.

Sponsors of the six-Power d-aft
resolution were Argentina, Japan,
the Netherlands, New Zealand,
Ni~eria and Uganda.

Under the terms of their pro-
posal, the Council would have:

® Deplored the incidents which
have been the subject of this
debate, as well as the loss of
human life and casualties caused
by them;

® Invited the Government of
Syria to strengthen its measures
for preventing incidents that con-
stitute a violation of the General
Armistice Agreement;

® Invited the Covernment of
Israel to co-operate fully with the
Israel—Syria  Mixed Armistice
Commission;

® Called upon the Govern-
ments of Syria and Israel to faci-
litate the work of the United
Nations Truze Supervision Orga-
nization’s personnel in their tasks
of observation and investigation
on both sides of the Armistice
Demarcation Line;

® Urged the Governments of
Syria and. Israel to refrain from
any action that might increase
the tension in the area; and

® Requested the Secretary-
General to report to the Security

Council as appropriate.

Before the vote, statements
were made by the representatives
of Bulgaria, Jordan and the
Soviet Union.

After the vote, statements were
made by the representatives of
New Zealand, the United King-
dom, Israel, Syria, the United
Arab Republic, France, Mali,
Bulgaria and the United States.
