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UNFICYP WORKSHOPS

UNFICYP Workshops, Royal Electrical and Mechanical

Engineers (REME),

commanded by Major R. Tarsnane, is

located close to the airport in Nicosia. Its unprepossessing
appearance hides a busy organization. The Workshop, with
a strength of 46 soldiers and 17 civilians, is tasked with the
inspection, repair and recovery of all British type equipment
either owned or hired by UNFICYP. Contingents using this
equipment have an attached Royal Electrical and Mechanical
Engineer Senior Non Commissioned Officer to give advice and

practical help when required.
The main workshop produc-
tion is controlled by Warrant
Officer I (Artificer Sergeant
Major) G.M. Newman, whilst
the actual vehicle repair —
about 200 vehicles per month
— is in the capable hands of
Staff Sergeant “Wally” Wes-
ton, who with 6 fitters is
detached from the [Force
Transport Squadron.
Additional to the repair of
service equipment, the Work-
shop also inspects and classi-
fies about 100 civilian hire
cars per month. This difficult
task being ably carried out by
Artificer Quartermaster Ser-
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geant Nutt and his team who,
where necessary, pass the
vehicles on to a civilian repair
organization and verify after-
wards that the work has in
fact been carried out.

Radio repair, installation
and inspections is the parish
of Staff Sergeant Brotherton
and his three corporals, whilst
Recovery is the responsibility
of Sergeant Michaud and
Corporal Allen, an example of
whose work was reported
upon in the issue of 26 April

The provision of stores is
controlled by Sergeant Whar-
ton and a small Royal Army
