Uncivpol have a special and very significant role as part
of the UN Force in Cyprus. The UN Civilian Police Force con-
sists of approx. 170 men, drawn from Avustralia, Austria,
Denmark and Sweden. They are all regular policemen in their

home countries.

This week, “The Blue Beret”
spotlights the Danish Civilian
Police, commanded by Super-
intendant V. Fogt and located
at Camp Kronborg in Nicosia.
Dancivpol is responsible for
UN police duties throughout
the whole of Nicosia District,
and these duties include Village
Patrols, Distriect Patrols and
the special Joint Patrols of the
““Green Line” in Nicosia
which are organized by Unciv-
pol in conjunction with the
Cyprus Civilian Police.

The leaders of the Village
Patro’s have a busy time visit-
ing 71 villages, Greek and
Turkish, twice a month. Nico-
sia District is separated into
two patrol sectors, consisting
of 39 and 32 villages respecti-
vely, and the average number
of miles covered each month
for both sectors exceeds 3000.

District Patrols are respons-
ible for patrolling sensitive
areas of the main towns,
especially the northern part of
the capital. Regular patrols
are mounted day and night.

Joint Patrols are also carried
out every day, between sunrise
and sunset, with the task of
notifying any change in the
situation on the “Green Line”
of Nicosia. A member of Cypol
always accompanies the Danish
police in this type of patrol.

As a part of UNFICYP,
Uncivpol’s mission is to deal
with matters of an intercom-
munal nature in Cyprus, and
to help Cypriots if they have
problems. It could, for exam-
ple, be in connection with road
conditions, telecommunication
troubles, lack of water or
electricity supply and many
other things which require
UNFICYP’s assistance. Many
such matters are initially ob-
served by, or reported to Un-
civpol. It is, therefore, neces-
sary to maintain a close liaison
with the UN Military Force
and also Cypol and the Turkish
Cypriot leadership.
