In the United Kingdom
in 1969, 711 deaths follow-
ed drowning, about one
quarter of these occurred
in the sea and 45 in
swimming baths; 51 cases
could be directly attribut-
able to alcohol, In about
one fifth of the cases,
death was due to spasm of
the vocal chords when as-
phyxia supervened without
water enclosing the lungs.

While the seas around
Cyprus are considerably
warmer than they are

around the British Isles
the same factors operate.

The direct causes of
drowning include injury,
spasm of the vocal chords,
vomiting, cramp and ex-
haustion. Spasm of the vo-
cal chords may follow in-
haling sea water or vomit
or, reflexly, by sudden im-
mersion in cold water. Vo-
miting may be induced by

DO NOT DRINK AND BATHE

swallowing sea water,
swimming immediately fol-
lowing a heavy meal or
drinking alcohol. Cramp is
due primarily to poor cir-
culation to the affected
muscle. This may be caus-
ed by cold, prolonged exer-
tion, salt imbalance, the
diversion of blood to other
organs which occurs fol-
lowing a heavy meal or
excessive alcoholic intake.
Finally, exhaustion is due
primarily to excessive exer-
tion but is hastened by
cold, alcohol or bathing
following a heavy meal.

Swimming while drunk
is particularly dangerous,
since in addition to predis-
posing to cramp, vomiting,
exhaustion, it induces a
false sense of well-being
and security which encour-
ages a person to take risks
which he would not under-
take when sober.
