MP NOTEBOOK

COLLISION WITH AN
ON COMING VEHICLE

The deadliest of all collisions
is one that occurs with an
oncoming vehicle. A number
of factors contribute to the
fatalities that result from
such accidents:

1. In a headon collision, the
vehicles involved stop
almost immediately; unfor-
tunately, their occupants
usually keep on travelling
— right into the windshield
and dashboard.

Failing to yield right-of-way.

2. Since most headon collisions
occur slightly off-center,
one or both vehicles spin
and their occupants are
thrown out of the car.

A collision with an oncom-
ing vehicle can occur in any
one of three basic situations:
1. On a straight road.

2. On a curve.

3. At an intersection while
one vehicle is turning.

THREE WAYS TO
PREVENT HEADON
COLLISIONS

1. If you come off the paved

. Yield the

road don’t panic, don’t
brake, slow down and keep
the vehicle on a straight
course.

. Do not allow your vehicle

to drift into the opposite
lane on curves, slow down
before the curve, and apply
power to the wheels when
in the curve.

Right-of-Way.
The rule of the road is
“Oncoming traffic always
has- the right-of-way"!
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
