A contingent medic has much
more to concern himself with
than morning sick parades,
minor injuries, and run-of-the-
mill ailments. A medical order-
Iy be he Private or N.C.0. may
find himself in an OP con-
fronted with a medical emer-
gency which calls for a cool
head and a sound knowledge
of what precisely he can, and
must, do until help arrives.
There is the ever-recurring
problem of emergency calls in
remote locales where there
just isn’t any other form of
medical aid available. In emer-
gencies the medics have had to
make quick decisions and rend-
er immediate aid, and for this

they have earned the respect
and regard of not only their
comrades in arms, but many of

the local villagers as well.

There is a twenty four hour
ambulance service, which has
to be manned. Range practices
and training exercises require
the precautionary presence of
a medical orderly. When the
daily party of swimmers heads
off for Governor’s Beach, there
is always a Beach Orderly with
them. When you reflect that
there are no less than four
medical installations perma-
nently maintained in Larnaca
District (Zyyi, Larnaca, Ko-
phinou and Louroujina), it can
readily be seen that the medics
have very little free time.
They are a singularly cheerful
and uncomplaining bunch, and
though there are representa-
