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GREAT SNAKES ALIVE

Since the arrival of UNFICYP in 1964 only three soldiers
have been bitten by Daudin’s Viper, the only poisonous snake
on the island. In 1965 a soldier serving with Britcon was bitten
and recovered in hospital. This year two soldiers serving with
the 3rd Battalion the Parachute Regiment were bitten. Bands-
man Christopher Dorrington was bitten on the hand on the 11
May and Lance Coporal James Frame on the leg on 2 June.
They were treated at the Royal Air Force Hospital, Akrotiri

and have now recovered.

Bandsman Dorrington showed great
common sense and made full use of
his first aid training by remaining on
the spot, rather than running to the
First Aid Centre, and applied a tour-
niquet to his arm with his lanyard.
Which goes to prove -that first aid
training is worth doing.

There are two types of snakes on
the island,
Viper and the less colourful snake
known as the “Rat Catcher’ which
in fact will kill and eat the Daudin’s

Viper.

the poisonous Daudin’s

The Daudin’s Viper has a heart
shaped head a distinct neck and the

tail is small - generally one tenth
of the total body length. It may
reach 41, feet in length. Its colour

is grey, greyish buff or brown, with
two dorsal series of darker spots or
orange bars which may however be
indistinct,

The “rat catcher’” is so named
owing to its habit of catching small
rodents and constricting them. Small
specimens up to 31, feet long are
pale olive in colour with numerous
black spots. Adults may grow to 8
feet and are bluish with cream under-

side.

Snakes are by nature shy
and will, if given warning,
simply disappear. They how-
ever like to sleep after a meal,
who doesn’t in this climate,
and enjoy dozing in the sun.
I's when they are surpised in
these situations that they at-
tack to defend themselves.

The way you the readers
can help them is to ask for a
number and not a person by
name.
