GELEBRATIONS

On 20th October, 1871, the
Canadian Armed Forces were
formed with the establishment
of two batteries of Garrison
Artillery. ‘A’ Battery, School
of Gunnery, was formed at
Kingston, Ontario, with a de-
tachment at Toronto and ‘B’
Battery at Quebec with de-
tachments at St. Helens Island
and Levis.

Their tasks included the
care, protection and mainten-
ance of forests, magazines, ar-
mament and warlike stores
recently or about to be handed
over to the Federal Govern-
ment by Ontario and Quebec.
They also served as Schools of
Gunnery for the training of
militaria artillery.

Three years later the batte-
ries provided the nucleus to
form the North West Mounted
Police.

To mark this occasion thirty

regular and militia artillery
detachments across Canada
fired twenty-one gun salutes

at twelve noon local times

on Armed Forces Day.

Formal ceremonies marking
the forces 100% anniversary
will be held in Ottawa July
1st at Landowne Park. In the
ceremony, attended by digni-
taries including Governor Ge-
neral Michener, will be over
700 men, in massed band dis-
plays, Victoria gun drills exhi-
bitions of unarmed combat and
gymnastics. Topping off the
hour and a half show will be
a flypast of 37 current armed
forces aircraft including heli-
copters and a nine plane for-
mation of CF—5 jets.
