ROAD ACCIDENTS IN MAY DECREASE

An increasing trend was shown in June.

The traffic accident sta-
tistics for UNFICYP in May
1972 revealed that there had
been 11 accidents in which
military UN vehicles were
involved and of these three
were private cars belonging to
UN personnel. Concerning the
military vehicles, it was shown
that military drivers were to
blame in seven accidents.

The total mileage for the
month was 973,871, which is
over 100,000 miles less
than in April 1972, when the
highest monthly mileage was
recorded.

The statistics reveal that
although the number of acci-
dents had decreased in May,
unfortunately there was an
upward trend for June.

A “clear” month was obtain-
ed by Ircon, Swedcon, Unmil-
pol and the Secretariat, Ircon
has not been involved in any
traffic accidents since Februa-
ry this year.
