Last week’s national presentations by Ircon and Dancon
were both most enjoyable, and both quite different. .It has
in fact been amusing to speculate how each of the contingents
would tackle the problem which has, perhaps unfortunately,
become something of a ‘“prestige” event.

The Ircon team, probably
to most people’s surprise, cho-
se a strictly conventional
approach. Lieutenant Colonel
T. Tracey, in his introductory
remarks, confessed that their
greatest problem had been in
trying to see themselves
objectively as through the
eyes of others. It was certain-
ly an unusual spectacle wit-
nessing the Irish taking them-
selves so seriously. But this
was no fulsome eulogy, no
cloying hymn of praise. This
was Erin with the tear as well
as the smile in her eye; and
all discussed with a most
refreshing candour.

Captains H. Johnston, H.
Smith, C. Dodd, and Lieutenants
K. Heery and D. Murphy all
spoke with great sincerity and
obvious pride of their national

heritage. In fact, the most
impressive feature of the
Ircon presentation was the

really excellent delivery and
stage presence of all the
Speakers. It befell to Reve-
rend, Father F. Moriarty, to
provide the “blarney” and his
riotous comments on the
Irish personality were worthy
of an ‘“Oscar” His final
words, however, neatly sum-
med up the whole tone of the
presentation. “We are a small
nation and a humble people,
we are a terribly, terribly
proud people!”

The Dane’s choice of Limni-
tis as their venue created
administrative problems which
possibly they had under-esti-
mated. However, such munda-
e ¥

ne matters as a burnt out
projector bulb, and a decidely
precarious looking stage and
scenery were cheerfully disre-
garded, and such is the
warmth of Danish hospitality
that no one seemed to mind
at all.

There was a village carnival
atmosphere about the whole
affair from the moment that
Lieutenant P. E. P Skov
donned his Viking helmet to
introduce the show. Major
F M. Soerensen and Lieute-
nant P. Woetmann provided
a music hall continuity act
between the films and the only
speaker, Police Inspector H.

There were naturally referen-
ces to ‘permissiveness” but
these were glossed over. Not
so the Vikings!

We had
been invited to ‘“Meet the
Danes” and meet them we did
— in the flesh. A musical
troupe of ten performers from
the town of Frederikssund
provided the high spot of the
evening’s entertainment and
had everyone joining in the
singing.

It was all typically Danish,
typically light hearted — and
thoroughly enjoyable!

CAP BADGE

The badge worn by the
Royal Green Jackets differs
considerably from that of in-
fantry battalions, in that the
battle honours of the regiment
are inscribed on the badge.
This dates back some 200
years from the time when
armies went to war carrying
their ‘colours’ which served as
a rallying point for the regi-
ment when in action.

The Royal Green Jackets
however are primarily formed
from Rifle Regiments, who,

being raised as scouts and
skirmishers, did not advertise
their presence on the battle-
field. They therefore did not
carry colours, and their battle
honours were worn on the
badge which each man wore.

This tradition persists to
the present day. The battle
honours of all three regiments
that went to form the Royal
Green Jackets in 1966 proved
too numerous to put on a
single badge and a representa-
tive selection was made.

As an old soldier myself. | was also
impressed with the intelligence of the
men, These Chaps were professionals
and they indicated that they were
aware of the touchy nature of their
assignment.

Hugh Whittington of Canadian
Aviation News, posed the question
that had most of us thinking. Said
Hugh: /I wonder how | would feel
if there were a bunch of UN jeeps
prowling the streets in my home
town of Hamilton | think | probably
wouldn’t feel too happy about it.”

But in spite of the undoubted prob-
lem of being a buffer between two
local factions, the soldiers I met at
the outposts standing lonely guard
for five hours at a stretch-impressed
me as being good humored and care-
ful that nothing they did could pro-
duce an _incident.
