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AVIATION FLIGHT GOMPLETE 7 YEARS SERVICE WITH UNFICYP

It was seven years and one
month ago that the UNFICYP
Aviation Flight was formed on
the disbandment of 4th Air OP
Troop, Royal Artillery. Happily
the Royal Artillery tradition con-
tinues in the present flight, there
being three members of that
famous Regiment serving with the
flight at the moment.

During these seven years the
flight has logged nearly 588,000
miles which is the equivalent to
flying 21 times round the world.
The tasks carried out vary from
checking on grave sites to life
saving casualty evacuation.

The Flight has operated four
270 hp Supercharged Sioux AH 1
helicopters since its formation.
These excellent aircraft are ideal
for the tasks the flight has to
undertake, as all passengers have
clear unrestricted vision.

The Flight is commanded by
Major P.N. Gill, Royal Artillery,
and he has four other pilots.
Three of the pilots serve on 6
month tours and one, the heli-
copter instructor Warrant Officer
Class 2 M. L. Green, stays with

the flight for 2 years. The servic-
ing team is led by Staff Sergeant
P. Mason who has 6 technicians
under his command and 7 drivers
