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TOHKNI EVAGCUATION

Following an agreement reach-
ed between Mr. Clerides, Greek
Cypriot acting President and Mr.
Denktash, Turkish Cypriot Vice
President, UNFICYP was asked
to transport the inhabitants of
the . village of TOHKNI in the
Larnaca District to the Northern
part of the island.

-.On Thursday and Friday, Octo-
ber 24 and 25, an UNFICYP task
force carried out this evacuation.
The' villagers‘ and their be-
longings, together with their
sheep,. goats and similar live-
stock, ‘were - carried in UNFICYP
vehicles with UNFICYP escorts
from the village to a dispersal
point in North NICOSIA. From
-there the- Turkish Cypriot autho-
rities arranged for these people

to be taken to their final desti-
nation.

The Force Commander Lt.
Gen. D. Prem Chand, PVSM
issued the following message to
all concerned. ‘“The TOHKNI
operation has now been com-
pleted. | would like my sincere
thanks conveyed to all military
and UNCIVPOL personnel who
have worked so hard to comple-
te this difficult operation. The
success of this major humani-
tarian operation reflects well
upon the spirit of UNFICYP and
individually upon all who took
part. Well done.”
