3 Million Dollars To UNFICYP

The United States is prepared to make a contribution of
up to 3 million Dollars toward the cost of UNFICYP for the
period ending 15th Deeember, 1970.

The amount ultimately confributed
by the United States against this
pledge will depend upon contribu-
tions made by other governments
toward the costs of the operation
and the confirmation of the cost
estimates. If the cost estimates are
reduced as a result of a reduction in
size of the Force or other develop-
ments, the United States contribu-
tion could be correspondingly reduced.
This- pledge raises the cumulative
total of the United States pledges to
UNFICYP to 52.1 million Dollars.
Taking into account the United States
position that 40 percent is its
appropriate share of the costs of
the Cyprus operation the United
States " reserves the right to make
such adjustments in the level of its
pledges as it may deem appropriate
in relation to the 40 percent prin-
ciple.

The US Permanent Representative
to United Nations, Mr. Charles Yost,

in his letter to the Secretary-General,
U Thant, also says:

"As noted in the statement made
in the Security Council by am-
bassador Buffum, 9th June, 1970, it
would be most unfortunate if mea-
sures undertaken by UNFICYP to
lower costs were to lead Members to
believe that the financial crists had
passed. It is evident from this pledge
that the United States intends to
meet its obligations. But the United
States does not believe it should as-
sume the disproportionate ' sKare of
what is common responsibility, and
that is the reason for the matching
requirement upon which this pledge
is conditioned.”
