Around noon, fire broke out
in a truck carrying the out-
going mail from one of the
contingents. An investigation
revealed that a butane lighter
packed for shipment had
exploded. The gas content had
evidently expanded in the heat
of the day. It is possible that
the same explosion would
have occured under atmos-
pheric. decompression once in
the aircraft.

Postal regulations prohibit
sending butane filled lighters
and similar items in the mail.
Air transport regulations also
prohibit such items in checked
or unaccompanied baggage.

Rules and regulations -—
postal or others — are not
popular; they exist out of

necessity often for our own
safety. They are meant to he
obeyed.
